He was replaced by Filip K, a 
distinctive London and Bristol based 
photographer who specialises in 
Fashion, Beauty and Commercial 
photography. His work has been seen 
regularly in magazines such as Crack, 
Chaos Magazine and e-MergeMag. 

Introducing 
a talk called “In Search Of Beauty”, 
Filip sent us this description of his 
work.

My photography is more portrait than 
fashion. Every time I shoot I try to do 
something new to me – to create a 
challenge. Fashion photography gives 
me this opportunity because of its 
openness.

What interests me most are people 
and the idea of placing them into the 
context that I have created. I don’t 
want my images to be of fashion itself; 
it’s people who make them interesting, 
not clothes.

In the shoot I’m able to control every 
aspect of it: choosing location, model, 
team to work with, etc. Still the final 
work is very often something different 
than what was in my mind beforehand. 
The images happen spontaneously, 
like a reportage of the shoot. A lot 
of things happen by mistake, by 
accident...

Tamany Baker has been making 
photographs and worked in many 
areas of photography for over twenty 
five years. She currently works as 
artist and university lecturer and holds 
an MA in documentary photography. 
Her series Living with Wolfie won 
the Conceptual and Constructed 
Fine Art category of the 2009 Sony 
World Photography Awards and she 
has been selected for a number of 
prestigious awards and exhibitions. 

Tamany’s photographs examine layers 
of the psyche and the tension found 
between the natural world and our 
modern existence, whether in the 
ice fields of Iceland or her own back 
garden. She works instinctively to 
respond to her personal experience, 
using subconscious narratives to 
engage the audience and challenge 
the “disembodied eye” of Cartesian 
rationality. 

In this talk she will discuss the role 
of ritual in relation to her work and 
examine the influences and cultural 
iconography that resonate with her 
photography.
